Expert Care for Veterans with Parkinson’s Disease

In 2001, the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) launched an expansive campaign to improve healthcare for veterans diagnosed with Parkinson’s disease (PD) and related disorders.  The Parkinson’s Disease Research, Education, and Clinical Centers (PADRECCs) were established at the Philadelphia, Richmond, Houston, West Los Angeles, San Francisco, and Portland/Seattle VA Medical Centers and are staffed by internationally recognized PD experts.  These VA Centers of Excellence are designed to serve the estimated 80 thousand veterans affected by PD via state-of-the-art clinical care, national outreach, educational programs, and professional collaboration. The PADRECCs allow veterans to better manage their PD care through the VA system via direct access to pharmacy benefits, physical, occupational, and speech therapies, medical equipment, surgical services, and other valuable resources.  

 In 2003, the PADRECCs introduced the National VA Parkinson’s Disease Consortium in an effort to promote PD awareness throughout the VA.  This initiative focuses on professional networking, mentorship, and training.  The Consortium is currently comprised of over 225 members, including VA physicians, nurses, pharmacists, social workers, physical and occupational therapists, and other allied health professionals.  The Consortium Center Network was subsequently launched in 2006 as a means to broaden the impact of the PADRECC mission.  These 51 designated PD clinics provide veterans convenient access to specialty care by spanning the length of the country (see map).  Consortium Center staff are comprised of movement disorder specialists and other neurologic healthcare providers who work directly with PADRECC leaders to assure the highest level of care possible for all veterans.  

The PADRECCs and Consortium Centers now create a hub and spoke model of care that has proven highly effective.  All veterans enrolled in the VA Healthcare System are eligible for services at a PADRECC or Consortium Center. Veteran Update
VA to Improve Access to Health Benefits Info:  The Department of Veterans Affairs has announced a multi-year initiative called Veterans Relationship Management to improve veterans’ access to healthcare and benefits information using technology.  “VRM will transform veterans’ interactions with VA by using innovative 21st century technologies, said Secretary Eric K. Shinseki.”  “Veterans will have a better experience when they contact VA for assistance, and our employees will be able to quickly convey accurate, up-to-date information through call centers and the Internet.”  By the end of the year, VRM will improve telephone services to enable veterans to reach a call center faster.  Recording and review of calls will ensure the quality of services provided to veterans.  VRM enhancements will be rolled out in six-month increments.  The VRM Internet site will give veterans greater and easier access to information.  VA collaborated with the Department of Defense to provide a single sign-on capability for both active service members and veterans.  Single sign-on will establish an individual’s identity and allow that person to complete transactions without having to re-enter information.

VA Begins Paying Agent Orange Disability Benefits:  The Department of Veterans Affairs has begun distributing disability benefits to Vietnam veterans who qualify due to medical conditions recently associated with Agent Orange including 78B-cell leukemia, Parkinson’s disease and ischemic heart disease.  Providing initial payments, or increases to existing payments, is expected to take several months, but Vietnam veterans who were exposed to Agent Orange and suffer from one of the three diseases should make sure their applications have been submitted. Supportive Services for Veteran Families Program:  The supportive Services for Veterans Families (SSVF) Program is a new VA program that will provide supportive services to very low-income Veterans and their families who are in or transitioning to permanent housing.  VA will award grants to private non-profit organizations and consumer cooperatives who will assist very low-income Veterans and their families by providing a range of supportive services designed to promote housing stability. Stem Cell Research Update from Parkinson’s Action Network (PAN)
We were very pleased on September 28, 2010 that the DC Circuit Court of Appeals issued a stay of the preliminary injunction pending its review of the appeal of the judicial challenge to federal funding for human embryonic stem cell (hESC) research. Without getting mired down in all the various terms and courts, what this means is that federal funding for hESC research will continue at least for the time period that it takes for the Court of Appeals to review Judge Lamberth's August 23rd decision to enjoin funding.  You should also know that yesterday the Coalition for the Advancement of Medical Research (CAMR), of which PAN is a founding member, filed an amicus brief in the District Court.  This brief supports and compliments the Department of Justice (DoJ) brief that was filed on behalf of the National Institutes of Health (NIH) on Monday.  Both the CAMR brief and the DoJ brief, plus all the supporting documents for both, can be found on the CAMR Web site at www.camradvocacy.org.   
House Passes H.R. 1362, National Neurological Diseases Surveillance System Act
Great news! Congress has heard your requests and the House of Representatives passed H.R. 1362, the National Neurological Diseases Surveillance System Act! Thanks to your thousands of e-mails, phone calls, and meetings since last year, the House of Representatives tonight, September 28, unanimously passed H.R. 1362.  This expanded legislation will establish a national data surveillance system that will track and collect data on the epidemiology, incidence, prevalence, and other factors of neurological diseases, including Parkinson's and Multiple Sclerosis.  The system will provide researchers and epidemiologists with a coordinated system of health data on neurological diseases and will advance our understanding of how to treat and support the Parkinson's community

 
Critical Traffic Engineer of the Nervous System is Found – sifynews.  
Researchers have identified a critical enzyme that keeps traffic flowing in the right direction in the nervous system-a feat that could pave the way for new treatments for conditions such as Alzheimer's and Parkinson's disease.  "There was no medical or any other applied science drive for this project; it was purely curiosity about how transport inside cells works. But it looks like we have identified an important enzyme that acts in the nervous system," Nature quoted study co-author Jacek Gaertig, professor in the cellular biology department in the UGA Franklin College of Arts and Sciences as saying.  Gaertig said that with the enzyme identified and its mechanism of action known, it is now possible for drug manufacturers to search for compounds that block or enhance its activity.

Over one million Americans are living with Parkinson's disease, which slowly steals a person's control over their body.  Now, some doctors are looking into the past to devise treatments for the future.  Two years ago Dale Voelker was diagnosed with Parkinson's and thought his days on the golf course were over.  "They keep saying there's a cure around the corner, cure around the corner, but I don't know, I can't wait," Voelker said of his battle with Parkinson’s.  His meds made him nauseous and drowsy, so he joined a clinical study for a more tolerable treatment. It's a vibration chair.  "It's almost like there's a big sub-woofer in the mattress that vibrates the entire body," said Dr. Dr. Sachin Kapur of Rush University Medical Center.  Dr. Christopher Goetz, also of Rush University Medical Center, explained, "They're sound waves that generate very strong vibrations. This is not a little buzz, this is not a little massage, this is a very strong vibration."  This treatment is based off the work of a 19th century French doctor.  "He noticed that patients that went on a carriage ride or train trip when they descended from the carriage their parkinsonism was much less," said Dr. Goetz.  Experts say the vibrations travel through the spinal cord, to the brain, which may help with basic motor skills.  A Canadian study showed vibration therapy improved gait, stability and posture. It also decreased tremors and rigidity, and helped those who didn't respond to standard meds.  “It goes for about 40 minutes and by the time I'm done I'm almost stop shaking," said Voelker.  The chair isn't a cure, but it's how Dale spells relief. "It's like I get a little break," he said.  The current study is still enrolling Parkinson's patients at Rush University Medical Center in Chicago.  Patients sit in the chair for 30 minutes a day for one month.
Mutations seen in 1 in 6 with early-onset Parkinson's - Anne Harding
Reuters - One in six people who develop Parkinson's disease early (before age 40 or 50) carry a genetic mutation known to be associated with the neurological disorder, new research suggests.  And people of Jewish or Hispanic ancestry, as well as those who develop the disease very early, are more likely to carry one of these gene mutations, as are people who have a close relative with Parkinson's disease, the study found.  The findings don't mean that people should go out and get tested for the mutations if they don't have Parkinson's, Dr. Roy N. Alcalay of Columbia University in New York City told Reuters Health; however, he added, genetic counseling could be useful to people with the disease. Right now, the researcher pointed out, there's really no way to prevent Parkinson's in individuals at risk.  Alcalay and his colleagues at 13 centers across the United States tested 953 patients with early-onset Parkinson's disease for mutations in six genes known to be associated with the illness; 77 of them were of Hispanic ancestry, and 139 were of Jewish ancestry. In this study, "early onset" meant the patients developed the illness before age 51.  Overall, 158 participants (nearly 17 percent) had mutations in one of the six genes, the researchers found.  Among people who developed Parkinson's at age 30 or younger, nearly 41 percent carried a mutation, compared to about 15 percent of those who first developed symptoms between 31 and 50 years of age.  Nearly a third of the participants with Jewish ancestry carried a mutation, compared to 14 percent of those with no Jewish heritage. Sixteen percent of Hispanic patients had mutations in the "Parkin" gene, compared to 6 percent of non-Hispanics.  Among people with a parent, sibling or other "first-degree" relative with Parkinson's, 24 percent carried a mutation associated with early-onset disease, compared to 15 percent of people without a close relative with the disease.  Parkinson's is a complex condition, Alcalay noted, involving a number of environmental factors as well as several different genes. The new findings illustrate how much progress has been made in understanding the disease, he added, given that just 11 or 12 years ago there were no known genes associated with the illness. "In that sense it's very exciting," he said.  Based on the findings, the researcher said, people with early-onset Parkinson's disease who are of Jewish or Hispanic ancestry, as well as individuals who developed the disease at 30 or earlier, might benefit from meeting with a genetic counselor to talk about their risk of carrying one of these mutations, and discuss whether or not they want to get tested for it. People with a first-degree relative with Parkinson's might also benefit from genetic counseling, he added.  The probability that someone who carries one of these genes will actually develop early-onset Parkinson's is unknown, Alcalay and his colleagues emphasize in their report.  For this reason, they say, there is "little or no role" at present for prenatal testing for these mutations, or for using genetic testing for the genes in family planning or to predict a person's risk of the illness.

Designed to complement education that patients receive in their doctor’s office, clinic, pharmacy or hospital, the new video helps patients understand three key aspects of managing their own health: organizing medications by using a “pill card”; knowing what questions to ask when being discharged from the hospital; and playing it safe by bringing a trusted friend or family member to a doctor’s appointment to ensure detailed and accurate health information is collected and understood. FDA issues warning to marketers of unapproved ‘chelation’ products:  The U.S. Food and Drug Administration warned eight companies that their over-the-counter (OTC) chelation products are unapproved drugs and devices and that it is a violation of federal law to make unproven claims about these products. No family link seen between Parkinson’s and melanoma:  Research has suggested that families affected by melanoma skin cancer may also have a higher-than-average rate of Parkinson’s disease, but a new larger study found no evidence of such a link.  Epidemiology, October 27, 2010.

New clinical Trials include:  1) The Psychological and Physiological Effects of manipulation of Therapeutic Art Forms Among People with Parkinson’s Disease. The primary objectives of the study are to demonstrate the positive physiological (such as decrease in tremors) and psychological (such as increase in positive emotions) effects of creative manipulative activity with modeling clay on people with Parkinson’s disease.; 2)  Scientists Discover Key Process that Contributes to Common Form of Parkinson’s.  New research identifies a molecular pathway – the polyamine pathway – that may explain how PD develops in people who have no family history of the disease.  3)  Good Vibrations for Parkinson’s.  One million Americans are living with it, and 60,000 people were diagnosed last year.  PD slowly steals a person’s control over their body.  Now some doctors are looking into the past to devise treatments to the future. 4)  Michael J. Fox Foundation Launches Parkinson’s Progression Markers Initiative (PPMI).  The Michael J. Fox Foundation has launched the Parkinson’s Progression Markers Initiative (PPMI), the first-ever large-scale clinical study exclusively focused on identifying and validating PD biomarkers. 
Promising Parkinson’s Drug in Pipeline:  A drug designed to treat high blood pressure also diminishes the debilitating symptoms of PD in mice, a study published in November has reported.  Because the drug, isradipine, has already been approved for human use, it could soon be available for PD patients, the lead researcher said.  A phase II clinical trial examining the safety and tolerability of isradipine in people with early-stage PD is currently under way.
Neupro improves motor, sleep, non-motor symptoms of PD in Recover study:  UCB

PBR –UCB’s double-blind, randomized Recover study showed that treatment with Neupro (rotigotine) improved motor function, sleep and non-motor symptoms, compared to placebo, improving quality of life for people with Parkinson’s disease (PD).  Data from the study showed that treatment with rotigotine improved both early morning motor function and nocturnal sleep disturbances compared with placebo.  University of Goettingen and Paracelsus-Elena Klinik, Germany Neurology professor and Recover study investigator Claudia Trenkwalder said that the Recovery study demonstrated benefits with rotigotine on each of these outcomes.
